PRAYER OF CONFESSION 
Leader:  There is no distinction:  all have sinned and fall short of 
the glory of God.

Confession removes our attempts to cover up our 
failure and gives us the opportunity of new beginnings.  
People: We admit, O God, that we have seldom claimed the full 
power of the gospel.  Rather  we have been ashamed to speak of 
the good news in var ious settings of our  lives.  We join ourselves 
to the ear th’s cor ruption, rather  than r isking a protest.  We 
battle one another  rather  than dar ing to be peacemakers.  We 
give little thought to your  laws and fail to teach them to our  
children.  False pr ide keeps us from complete trust in you.  
Help us find release from the limits we place on ourselves.

PRAYER OF SILENT AND INDIVIDUAL CONFESSION 
Leader:  Amid vicious gossip, God is our protection.  God is a 
shelter and refuge, a very present help in trouble.
